GENERAL USE DIRECTIONS: AVERT®

Cockroach Gel Bait Formula 2 is for use in
controlling cockroaches indoors and out-
doors.  Use suitable equipment capable of
application into cracks and crevices, void
spaces and other locations where insects may
be harboring, living and breeding.
May also be used to fill the empty reservoir for
AVERT® Cockroach Gel Bait Formula 3, EPA
Reg. No. 499-410.  To fill the reservoir for
AVERT® Cockroach Gel Bait Formula 3, first
snap the handle of the Dock ‘n GunTM securely
onto the top of the piston can and then attach
the empty reservoir by screwing it onto the trig-
ger (lever).  Care should be taken not to depress
the trigger of the Dock ‘n GunTM until the empty
reservoir has been completely attached.  To fill
the reservoir, depress the trigger of the Dock ‘n
GunTM until the reservoir is filled to approxi-
mately on inch from the end.  Remove the filled
reservoir and uncouple the Dock ‘n GunTM from
the piston can.  Clean excess product from the
Dock ‘n GunTM following use.

APPLICATION RATES - ALL USES: For
light infestations of Cockroaches, 4 - 6 bait
points are recommended per 100 sq. ft. of
treatment area.  For heavy infestations of
Cockroaches,12 - 24 bait points are recom-
mended per 100 sq. ft. of treatment area.  Each
bait point should equal about 0.25 to 0.50
grams of product.  A spot approximately 3 mm
or 1/8 inch in diameter equals 0.25 grams of
product, while a spot approximately 6 mm or
1/4 inch in diameter equals 0.50 grams of
product.

For treatment in residential and the non-

behind baseboards; around doors and win-
dows; inside, behind and under cabinets,
drawers and shelving; under and behind
appliances such as stoves and refrigerators;
